National Geospatial Intelligence School

Welcome to the National Geospatial Intelligence School.  This is a detailed message containing important information on your class being held at Fort Belvoir, VA.  THERE ARE ACTIONS YOU MUST TAKE BEFORE ATTENDING THIS CLASS AT THIS SECURE TRAINING SITE.  Print this message for future reference.

ACTION ITEMS:  

1)  NGA Badges must be worn at all times while at NGA Fort Belvoir facilities.  

2)  Fort Belvoir Temporary Visitor Pass.  If you do not have a DoD sticker and would like to receive a temporary pass (this will prevent you from stopping at the Visitor Control Center (VCC) each day of class) please let me know at least four working days prior to class start date.  Please note that this is a courtesy to you the student.  If you do not contact me at least four working days prior to your course start date you will not get a multiple day pass.  

GETTING ON POST:  

All visitors to Fort Belvoir are asked to enter through the Tulley Gate.  The Tulley Gate is located on 

Route 1 at Pohick Road across from the Hess Gas Station and just north of the Fairfax County Parkway (Route 7100).

If you have a current DoD decal you will proceed down Pohick Road to the security checkpoint.  You will need your driver’s license or military ID.  Please be sure and have your car registration or rental car agreement available.  Please note that all cars entering Fort Belvoir can be selected for random searches by the security force.  

Visitors coming to Fort Belvoir that do not have a DoD decal must stop at the Visitor Control Center (VCC).  After entering Tulley Gate the VCC is located approximately 1.5 miles down Pohick Road on your right.  At the VCC, you will be issued a visitor’s pass, which you must display in your car for the length of your visit. Bring with you the items listed below.  Failure to show these items may result in your being denied access to the Fort: 

1) Driver’s License 

2) Vehicle registration if driving your own vehicle; rental contract if driving a rental vehicle.

3) Proof of insurance

4) If driving a motorcycle you must show proof that you have completed a motorcycle safety class (you will not be allowed to drive on post if you do not have proof).

Continue down Pohick Road, turning right at the second light onto Gunston Road.  Follow Gunston Road for approximately 1.5 miles.  Gunston Road will run into a security checkpoint (do not enter the checkpoint), turn left onto 23rd Street.  Go two blocks and you will see Wheeler Hall (three-story red brick building) on your left -- this is 5850 23rd Street.  Pass the building and turn left into the parking lot. Ample parking is available beside the building.  

For precise directions to Fort Belvoir go to www.mapquest.com.  The destination address will be 5850 23rd Street, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060.  

Please obey all speed limits and traffic signs while driving on Fort Belvoir as the military police are very strict.  

Lodging:  If lodging is necessary, you may make reservations at Fort Belvoir Billeting by calling 1-800-295-9750.  If billeting is not available they will provide a non-availability confirmation number and provide a listing of hotels close to Fort Belvoir.  Check-in time at billeting is between 1600-1800.  Check-in will be at the main Fort Belvoir Billeting Office located at 9775 Gailland Road (Bldg 470), Fort Belvoir, VA.  You may also visit their website at http://www.belvoirmwr.com/lodging.  

LUNCH:  In most instances you will receive a one-hour lunch break.  There are many restaurants outside of Post on Route 1 and a few located at the Home and Garden Center on South Post on Fort Belvoir.  If you prefer to bring your lunch there are refrigerators available in Wheeler Hall, please ask an instructor for locations.  Soda and snack machines are readily available in Wheeler Hall.  

ATTIRE:  Military students must wear uniforms.  The Class “C” is the uniform of the day, although you may wear the Class “B” uniform if you prefer.  Civilian students must wear business or business casual attire.

CANCELLATION:  It is very important that you contact me immediately if you need to cancel.  Please understand that although these courses have no tuition costs associated with them, empty seats cost the National Geospatial-Intelligence Agency money and resources.  The sooner you contact me about a cancellation the more time I have to fill the seat.
